)Update on trailer parked illegally: The Sullivan Law Firm is drafting a letter concerning the removal of the trailer stored in the east parking lot. Once the letter is received, the police will be notified to tag the trailer for removal if it is still on the property. Complaints about the trailer continue to come in so please know that the Board is working on the problem which we hope will be resolved very soon.
b. Residents are reminded that each unit has the use of 2 parking spaces; the primary space is their garage, the secondary space is either behind their garage or in another legal space on the grounds (cf. Declaration of Restrictions 5.3.13; Parking and Vehicle Resolution, attached)
c. Residents are reminded that about one-third of us are not able to park behind our garages, so if you can, please be a good neighbor and park there to keep the lot spaces open. Residents who live elsewhere for the winter are beginning to return, so the lots are starting to fill up.
2. Skateboarders issue: A complaint has been received of 5 or so skateboarders using the property. The Declaration of Restrictions states (cf. 5.3.11): ...the Owner and the Owner's family, guests, employees, tenants, and invitees shall not.., engage in any illegal, noxious or offensive
activity in any part of the Project, or do any act which unreasonably threatens the health, safety, and welfare of other residents of the Project. The Board is concerned about our pedestrians, pets, older residents, and
liability issues, and will ask them to move to a skateboard park if this becomes a pattern.
3. Spring landscape start-up: Information on the status of our contract with Nature's Best for summer work, timing for spring clean-up, and system start-up has been requested.
4. On 4/1/2021, Gatewest's staff member Si and Aaron from Homestead did an architectural walk-around. We will get a report of issues soon.
5. There are presently two vacancies on the Board, one available now and the second starting on June 2. The Board needs full representation so if you are interested in fostering the health of our community with this dynamic, results-oriented group, please send a message to Board President Terri Goldich at tgoldichsnet.net.

6. The required annual meeting will be on May 5, via zoom, at the same address as the monthly meetings. The agenda will consist of budget review and approval of the slate of officers. The annual meeting will be followed by the regular monthly meeting.

Approval of minutes: The minutes of the January 2021 Board meeting were approved without corrections or additions.
Treasurer Report: The financial statement for the ten months ending December 31, 2020 was reviewed. Total assets currently $84,234.27. Monthly dues have increased to $250 per month as of February 1, 2021. The proposed Budget for January 1, 2021 to December 31, 2021 was reviewed. A motion was made and seconded to approve the Budget. All agreed. For purposes of recording assets, 10% of revenues are to be designated to reserves, 15K to checking, and the remainder to a "Roof Fund" for upcoming replacements.
President's Report: There was a problem with the "Contact Us" link on the website. The issue has now been resolved. Please resubmit any work orders that have not yet been addressed.
The "Parking and Vehicle" resolution was reviewed. A motion was made and seconded to pass the resolution. All agreed. Motion passed.
There was a suggestion at the last meeting to research assigning a second parking space to residents who do not currently have one. This would require an additional 12 spaces. As there is not enough room on the property to accommodate this, the issue is now off the table.

Declaration of Restrictions 5.3.13:
"The Board, in its discretion, may adopt reasonable rules governing the operation, maintenance, storage and parking of any vehicle, including but not limited to trucks, campers, recreational vehicles, trailers, boats or commercial vehicles on the Common Elements. Any vehicles violating the rules may be removed as provided in Section 3.6.8."
Resolution:
The Board of the Village at Elk Hills is resolved to adopt reasonable rules governing the operation,
maintenance, storage, and parking of vehicles such as but not limited to trucks, campers, recreational vehicles, trailers, boats, or commercial vehicles on the Common Elements. This means that these vehicles are not allowed to be parked or stored for any period of more than 72 hours in the parking lots or in any other space on VEH property. Commercial vehicles that are work vehicles for residents are allowed as long as these vehicles are used consistently, do not take up more than one legal space, are not stored, are in good working order and registered, and are one of the two vehicles allowed per unit. Residents' personal vehicles must also be kept in good working order and registered. Unregistered and/or non-functioning vehicles will be removed per Section 3.6.8.
